Ethics Lesson #2 — Developing a Code of Professional Ethics
Pre-class preparation:

I. 
As a group, develop a professional code of ethics.  Develop your code based on lessons learned from the Pinto case study (concerning societal issues and the overall need for a code of ethics) and from your own academic and personal experiences (concerning interpersonal issues).  Do NOT read any professional organization’s code prior to developing your own.  (Don’t worry, your codes will not be graded based on how many issues a professional organization remembered but that your group did not.)

II.
Make sufficient copies of your code so that you can turn in one copy and still have a copy for each member of your group.

In class you will use your group codes to develop a single, class-wide code of professional ethics.
